	Animal Estimate: 

How many of one type of animal will equal the weight of another? Pupils make their estimate, then test on the virtual scales. Creates a printable report of estimates next to actual results.
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	Chicken Catapult:
A fun way to explore relative weight – how many weights are needed to propel the various-sized chickens onto the same branch? 
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	Filling with Litres:
A straightforward activity, providing containers of various capacities to fill with a litre jug. Use on the whiteboard to gauge pupils’ estimation skills and understanding of capacity.
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	Cup or Jug?:
Use non-standard measures (cup or jug) to fill various larger containers. Pupils must choose a container to fill, then decide whether the cup or jug is more appropriate to use to fill it. Creates a printable report.
